Keeping an eye on the Giant Post-it used earlier, as a group, develop a strategy for how 

believers who face ridicule and rejection can overcome the temptation to abandon the faith 

and stop sharing Jesus with family and friends. What are 3 (or 5 or 7) steps that believers 

should take to keep the faith in the midst of suffering persecution?

Tell everyone to take notes because you are going to 

practice sharing with each other afterwards.  

Split up into groups of 2. Give each person 3 minutes to share the 3 circles.  

Come back together as a group. Ask, “What did you like about how your partner shared?” 

Then ask, “How do you think you could do better?” 

Give everyone 3x5 cards. Ask them to write the names of 5 people they know who don’t 

know Christ. Challenge them to pray regularly for them.  

Close in prayer – praying by name for the lost, asking God for courage to be bold to share 

the gospel, and asking God to help members of the group be ready to face rejection and 

ridicule.
