Astonished – ekplēssō – to be overwhelmed, to be shocked, to be knocked off balance. It could mean to be
puzzled, disturbed, threatened, or suspicious.  

offense - skandalizō - to put a stumbling block in the way and causing someone to trip and fall.

we will either take offense or take a knee.
we will either pursue approval or endure rejection.
we will either see Jesus marvel at our unbelief or our belief.
